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Thyme Introduction

Thyme (Thymus vulgaris) is a fragrant, evergreen herb native to the Mediterranean region. This small, woody-stemmed perennial belongs to the mint family

 Soil

Thyme thrives in well-draining soil with a pH range of 6.0 to 8.0, preferring slightly alkaline conditions. The ideal soil composition should be light and airy, allowing

for excellent drainage to prevent root rot. A mix of 2 parts potting soil, 1 part coarse sand, perlite or pumice, and 1 part compost is deal for thyme.

Thyme benefits from the addition of lime to slightly raise soil pH if it’s too acidic. Avoid over-enriching the soil, as overly fertile conditions can lead to lush growth

but reduced flavor intensity in the leaves.

Soil composition significantly affects thyme’s health and growth. Well-draining soil prevents water-logging, which can lead to root rot, while proper pH ensures

optimal nutrient uptake.

 Fertilizer

Recommended fertilizer mixture:

 Temperature

Thyme thrives in warm temperatures, with an ideal range between 60°F to 80°F (15°C to 27°C). It can tolerate temperatures as low as 20°F (-6°C) and as high as

95°F (35°C) for short periods, but prolonged exposure to extreme temperatures can stress the plant.

Temperature tolerance:
